With the election today I am reminded that in two years Mayor Fenty will almost 
certainly be seeking re-election.

It is 
shameful to unlawfully remove a top-performing public school teacher and force 
him to pursue his legal rights in arbitration.  It is even more shameful that our 
children are deprived of Dr. Siebens’ remarkable talents, and that our law and 
order Mayor, who is everyone on every issue, will not act on this one until an 
arbitrator forces his administration to do so.
